Course Description:

This course is meant to encourage exploration into different ways of expressing oneself through shape, form, texture and colour using various items such as fabric, paint, and cut-outs as well as ink, pastels, charcoal etc.  Both two dimensional and three dimensional (building up texture on canvas and other surfaces) aspects will be explored.

The goal is to be free and loose while creating eye-catching works of abstract art. Let your imagination flow without censoring your inner thoughts. Let your mood, your frustrations and your mind guide you through the process. Each class will have a specific idea or purpose in mind, but in general the final product is meant to be unique. Own it.

* Modeling Paste OR Large tub of HOME brand Drywall Compound 
* Black Gesso or lots of Black Paint
* Acrylic Paints
* Canvas(s) (any sizes will work) or some other surface.
Ink (any colour)
Pastels (oil and/or chalk)
Charcoal
Pencils
* Sketchbook
* Sand (the smaller the better but craft sand will work)
* Cheese Cloth
Magazine Clippings
Newspaper Clippings
* Anything you can find that already has texture and can be applied to 
a surface, or create a texture.
